Please send the following documents to begin the application process:

· Completed and signed employment application

· Copy of college transcripts (undergraduate and graduate, if applicable)
· Curriculum Vitae/Resume (please complete the MEAP application even if this information is duplicated in your CV or Resume)
· Notarized Background Check consent form
By law, we are required to run a criminal background check on all employees. A background check will be conducted if you have been chosen to interview for a position.  In order to complete the background check, we will need you to complete and sign the attached “Consent for Criminal Background Check” in front of a Notary Republic (often able to find a notary at banks or post office). Please send this signed and notarized form along with your application materials.

You may send your application materials to the address listed above. As with all important documents, we encourage you to keep a copy of the completed items for your own personal records as well. 

Upon receipt of your application materials we will contact you to confirm that we have received your information.  We will then review your qualifications to determine if they match any of our openings. If your qualifications and background match, we will contact you to schedule an interview at the MEAP office. In the event that your qualifications do not match any openings, we will keep your information on file for 6 months and contact you if a position becomes available.
